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Administration: helping a body function smoothly, choosing
goals.

Helps: work behind the scenes to help with routine tasks and
chores.

Craftsmanship: use talents to create or design items by
hand/tools.

. Artistic Communication: drama, singing, painting, dance.

Hospitality: offering fellowship to others in God’s name.
Apostleship: sent out with a special purpose to spread the

Prophecy: revelation of what's true to help comfort or correct
others.
